Q. How do Dual Credit classes impact athletic eligibility?

A. According to UIL rules, dual credit courses are eligible for UIL
exempftions, but due to the limited number of grades issued in

these college courses, students may not have the opportunity

to become UIL eligible after a failing mid-term grade.
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FAQ

Q. What is the grading scale for dual credit?

A. Dual credit rules allow dual credit instructors to use two
grading scales, one for the high school class and the other for
the college class (Lone Star College). The high school class
grading scale is aligned to grading policies of the school
district. The college course grade reporting is outlined in the
course syllabus and adheres to Lone Star College’s policies on
grading. Consequently, a student could master the course
material at a level satfisfactory to pass the high school class,
while failing to master the college course. A dual credit course
taken at a high school campus is a college course in all
respects. Retesting is not a standard practice and is not
allowed on student request in the college course. Please
review the college course syllabus and ask your instructor for
details on grading policies and procedures.
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FAQ

Q. How can student monitor their progress in the college
course throughout the semester?

A. Students are expected to monitor progress in their college
course. Students may track their academic progress in the
college’s learning management system, called D2L,
throughout the semester. The college instructor will utilize the
gradebook feature in D2L to post individual grades for each
major course requirement, assignments, and examinations to
calculate the final grade of the college course at the end of
the semester. The final grade reports are available at
my.LoneStar.edu (student portal) at the end of each semester.
Students should review the unofficial college transcript/grade
report for accuracy. Students may learn how to view grades in
D2L through the Virtual Learning Assistance Center.
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FAQ

Q. What happens if a student earns a D or an F in a Dual Credit
class?

A. If a student earns a D in a dual credit course he/she may
receive high school credit, however a D does not transfer to
another institution. This would result in the student needing to
retake the college course to transfer the credit earned.

If a student earns an F in a dual credit course, he/she will not
receive high school or college credit for the course. Students
earning a dual credit grade below C will no longer be eligible
to continue in the dual credit program.

A student must earn a C or higher to continue to be eligible to
enroll in dual credit courses unless the student has a
compelling reason to petition to remain in the dual credit
program through the dual credit appeal process.
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FAQ

Q. What is the process for dropping or withdrawing from a Dual
Credit class?

A. If a student chooses to withdraw from a college course, he
or she must meet with their high school counselor FIRST. The
high school counselor can assist the student in withdrawing
from the college side of a dual credit course. The student must
complete and submit an official college Withdrawal Form at
LSC prior to the college’s last official date for

withdrawal. Failure to do so could result in the student
receiving an "F' on his/her official LSC franscript. The student
will also need to work with the high school counselor to enroll in
the appropriate high school course.
