-  Sustainability (Examples/proposals of prospering through intelligent design.) 

-  Water Use (Flood mitigation, conservation.)

The essay will be judged by a panel of NRG employees with environmental/engineering backgrounds.  The top three scoring student essays receiving the scholarships.  Scoring criteria will be based on context, grammar/punctuation, and community stewardship/outreach.  Original thoughts/ideas welcomed.

Scholarship applicant should include a cover letter containing your name, current high school, the degree you intend to pursue and involvement in environmental stewardship programs (clean-up, care-taking, remediation, or restoration).  Please also include any other community outreach activities in which you have been involved.
